temporary U.S. culture: high self-acceptance, new definitions of Christianity, increased challenges and
concerns in parenting, and individualized
lenge to biblical Christianity and suggests areas in which the church must take positive action. These will
be explored in a series of four articles.

Barna reports that Americans generally have a high opinion of themselves. While many Americans see the
need to change and grow, most also see themselves in a positive light. Dissatisfaction comes because
growth is difficult and unpredictable. Uncertainty results because changes are accepted on the basis of
feelings more than facts. Most Americans are willing to change as long as the result is personal benefit and
enjoyment which avoids pain, conflict and sacrifice. Individualism and selfishness have strong holds in
the personal lives and values of most adults. The social famine of our society is evident in that adults,
especially those under 30, want to connect to a number of other people and possess a nagging sense of
loneliness and isolation. Connections are mostly impersonal (think Internet, text messaging and phone
calls via mobile devices) and are not as fulfilling as desired.

Let me focus the challenge in several questions. Can the church address the dissatisfaction which results
when people with lofty goals and high self-regard come face to face with their inability to reach those
goals? Can the church effectively communicate that the lasting goals in life are not physical and financial,
but spiritual? Does the church have an answer to the uncertainty that arises from rampant individualism
and selfishness which are rooted in feelings? Can the church demonstrate effective and meaningful fel-
lowship and brotherhood in a world thirsting and hungering for meaningful connections? While I believe
the answer to these questions is yes, | also know that no impotent, mediocre version of Christianity will
suffice.
