Healthy Churches? 
 

As I read literature about ministry, I sense that we are no longer certain what kind of church we 
want.  Do we want a healthy church, growing church, missional church, or all three?  Should 
every church grow? Do healthy churches automatically grow?  Are growing churches always 
healthy?  To our list, we can add emergent churches, SIMPLE churches, house churches, cell 
churches, and other types.  Have we missed the target?  What would happen if we simply sought 
to be faithful followers of Jesus?  What if we sought to develop faithful churches? 
 
At the risk of oversimplification, I suggest five characteristics of faithful churches.  I developed 
these from studying the nature, actions, and fellowship of the churches described in Scripture.

The faithful church is a worshiping community .  The church that sees itself as a community of 
Godôs people is God-dependent.  This leads to meaningful, inspirational worship characterized by 
thoughtful, meaningful time sharedðnot just ritual or liturgy. 
 
The faithful church is evangelistic .  This unselfish outward look is reflected in evangelistic and 
missions efforts.  This church looks for opportunities to spread the gospel. 
 
The faithful church is a faith -nurturing community committed to developing genuine disciples.  
The churchôs commitment to a biblical identity and mission is reflected in solid teaching and 
preaching based in the Word of God.  Such preaching is relevant and applies to life. Faithful 
churches know what they believe and avoid extremes. 
 
The faithful church is a ministering, serving community .  This ministry is balanced, looking 
outward as well as inward.  This church contextualizes ministry, adapting to changing circum-
stances.  Ministry is relevant, meets needs, and does not shun diversity.  Life-changing ministry 
which serves communities, empowers local congregations, and strengthens families is the norm. 
 
The faithful church is a sharing, involved community .  A deep fellowship connects members 
and gives every member an opportunity for mutual ministry.  This church is relationship-oriented.  
This focus helps assimilate new members, involves every member, ministry and involvement, and 
builds trust.  The picture is clear: ñpeople caring for peopleò demonstrates Christianity best. 
 
The faithful church exists because those who comprise the church are faithful, committed Chris-
tians.  The faithful church is possible because its members are faithful Christians.  If every Chris-
tian were like you what kind of church would you attend?
