Vision: Do You Know Your ABCs?

Our elders are thinking about dreams, vision, and strategies. They devote time each month to
escaping BAU ["business as usual']. From Jim Collins' book, Good to Great, they are trying to
understand our BeHaG ["big hairy goal™]. Recently, several of our men along with church lead-
ers from area congregations were challenged to consider how the church renews its vision for it-
self. Churches get old; churches get tired. How do we find renewal and refreshment? How do
we redream our dream and revision our future?

Joshua and Caleb saw what none of the other spies could see. God share his vision with Moses.
Paul had a vision of what God desired and shared it with Timothy, Titus, Aquila, Priscilla, Chloe,
Silas, and many others. Vision is the ability to see beyond the present, to rise above the obstacles,
and to press on to God's planned destination. What is your vision? How does it fit into God's
plan? What is your vision for this church?

Consider five ABCs of vision.

* Attitude. The first necessity is to check our attitude. | refer to our openness, the attitude with
which we begin. People who are closed-minded cannot develop a vision. People and churches
with vision are

positive and optimistic.

* Beliefs. The second step is a well-developed belief system. Vision is a function of what we
believe so strongly that we must act. Those who possess spiritual vision are confident and assured
(Heb. 11:1).

* Clarity. Vision brings perspective and allows for greater certainty and greater unity in our ac-
tions.

* Direction. Direction is another way of describing the dream. Knowing where you are gong
empowers you to battle for a cause.

* Empowerment. The energy to act is not drawn from our own resources, but from God. Know-
ing God is behind you brings both enthusiasm and strength.
